Directions:

The principal roads through Potters Bar are the A1000 and the A111/B556. The nearest exit on the M25 is Junction 24.  From there take the A111 towards the crossroads with the A1000 and the centre of the town.  Continue straight ahead on the B556 and then turn right into Darkes Lane past the railway station.  If coming from the west an alternative route is to leave the M25 at Junction 22 and to approach Potters Bar on the B556.
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
