Coffee will be served from 9.30 a.m. and the meeting will start at 10.00 a.m
Our guest speaker will be Mr.Stefan Dimic, Principal Promotions Officer, Buckinghamshire County Council, who will give a talk entitled ‘Climate Change – soft measures require hard sell’. Reference will be made to what Buckinghamshire County Council is doing to address climate change and what individuals can do; your green credentials may be tested! The Committee believes that member societies will need to consider the impact of climate change when they become involved in the preparation of Local Development Documents and that this talk should be a useful introduction to the topic.

This invitation has been sent to the Chairmen and Hon. Secretaries of each member society. Please pass to other members who might represent your Society at this meeting, particularly those involved in Local Plans and Local Development Frameworks. There is no specific limit on the numbers attending from each society; other members of your Society will be welcomed, although it would be helpful to know in advance roughly how many will be attending and we do need to know precisely how many will be staying for lunch.
